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Abstract

The present study aims to explore the attitudes towards women's rights among the 

students of post-basic education in terms of discrimination against women and their rights: 

political, civil, social, cultural and economic rights.  In addition, the study attempts to 

identify the influence of a set of variables including gender, classroom, and the parents’ 

educational level’. To achieve objectives of the study researcher used the descriptive 

approach, where the researcher prepared questionnaire. After checking the validity and 

reliability of the instrument, it was applied to the study sample consisting of ( ) students 

(males and females). 

 

The results showed a statistically significant differences at the level of (  = ) that 

can attributed to the gender in favor of females and. Similarly, the results revealed a 

statistically significant differences at the level of (  = ) attributed to the parents’ 

educational level in favor of those parents who have higher education degree. However, 

The findings showed no statistically significant differences at the level of (  = ) that can 

attributed to the variable of classroom. Finally, the study concluded with a set of 

suggestions that might improve the Omani students’ toward women right.  
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
